Dear Friends,

I've had conversations with
many of you concerning the
recent tragedy that took place at
Virginia Tech University, where a
student shot and killed 32 of his
classmates and professors, and
injured and traumatized many
more. Neither Katie or | know
anyone who is currently at
Virginia Tech, but | do know some
graduates who have no doubt
been affected by seeing what has
transpired at the university they
studied at and | know that many
at home are struggling to
understand what has happened.
Indeed, there are so many
guestions. What was going
through the mind of Cho Seung-
Hui, the shooter—what drives a
person to such ruthless violence?
Why do we as a society continue
to tolerate escalating gun
technology that develops more
efficient ways to kill? Why the
loss of these lives, so young and
full of promise, students who
would be leaders in their fields,
teachers and professors who
were leading authorities in their
areas of expertise? Why is such
evil loose in the world? | have
found myself drawn to the news,
reading stories on the Internet
and watching news coverage, |
guess trying in vain to make

sense of the senseless.

Answers to our questions
are scarce in the face of tragedies
like these. Our advanced
technologies, numerous
discoveries and advanced studies
have helped us to learn a great
deal about ourselves, our bodies,
our minds, the world in which we
live, the way we think, work,
worship, learn, and live together.
Then things like this happen, and
we realize that there are things
human beings are capable of, in
our deepest, darkest human
selves, that we still do not
understand. And so we pray. We
pray for the victims and their
families; we pray for the shooter’s
family, who are victims as well;
we pray, though it may be difficult,
for Cho Seung-Hui; we pray for
the world in which we live, which
seems intent on sustaining a
culture that is built on and bathed
in violence. We pray. There is
little else to do.

But there are some things
we do not do. We do not despair.
We are people who believe that
Jesus Christ rose from the grave,
that he conquered the forces of
sin and death. We believe that by
his resurrection, sin has lost its
dominion and death has lost its
sting. We are confronted by the
horrific events in Blacksburg,



Virginia, and we proclaim that
Christ has won the victory, even
over evil such as this. The
images that we have seen, the
tears and bloodshed, sadness
and brokenness, those are not
the last word. God still has the
last word, and God’s last word is

wonder, we may get angry, we
may be silent, and we may never
understand. But thanks be to
God, Christ is Risen, and we do
not despair.

Mum attended for
many years — | can even
remember going to meet her
from the Institute (where these
parties were held) when | came
home from work .

Most, if not
all of the villagers take part, there could

be 800 people on
stage at any one
time, ordinary
people who

perform every 10
years, many from
childhood right
through to old age
who see to tell the
story of Jesus’
suffering to
believers and non-believers in words,
music and tableaux.

Joan and Gill both said what a moving
experience it had been, thunderous
applause spoke volumes at the end of
the performance and yet folk remained
strangely subdued as they left the
theatre, which is in the open air and
therefore open to all weathers! On a
lighter note, Gill told us that it was
slightly incongruous to see Mary
|[Magdalene whizzing down the street on
her bike! A very interesting morning—
next performance is 2010, those
interested will need to start saving
pennies!

Celebrating the Day of Pentecost
A tercentenary look at his hymns

Celebrating the coming of the Holy
Spirit to the Church on the Day of
Pentecost was very important for
Charles Wesley. With Christians in
general he saw this great event as
marking the beginning, the first
birthday, of the Christian Church.
The Spirit came upon the disciples,
as Jesus promised he would, and
they were ‘filled’ with the Spirit (Acts
2:4). The Spirit made them bold in
their withess and preaching and on
that first Pentecost Day, some three
thousand people believed in Christ,
were baptised and added to the
Church (Acts 2:41). Charles Wesley
longed for this kind of Pentecostal
evangelism in his own generation.
A significant revival broke out in the
Methodist Society in Dewsbury,
Yorkshire, in 1760. It quickly spread
to other areas in England and
Ireland and Charles wrote of it as
‘the Day of Pentecost’ coming
again.

In his many hymns on the Person
and Work of the Holy Spirit, he
expressed prayer and longing and
expectancy that the Spirit will come
in reviving and renewing power
upon the Church. ‘O that the
Comforter would come!” ‘Come,
Holy Ghost, all-quickening fire.’
‘Pour Thy Spirit from on high.’
‘Send the Promise down.’ In 1742
Charles published a hymn entitled,
‘Hymn for the Day of Pentecost.’
Running to twelve stanzas, it linked
the events of Pentecost with Jesus’
promise that the Comforter would
come.
Our Jesus is gone up on high
For us the blessing to receive...
‘The Holy Ghost, if | depart
The Comforter, shall surely come.’
But the promise of the Spirit's
coming does not just relate to the
past. In every age the Church must
believe this promise and pray and
expect the Spirit to come.
Lord, we believe to us and ours
The apostolic promise given
We wait to taste the heavenly powers
The Holy Ghost sent down from
heaven.
At Pentecost the Spirit's coming
was attended with the signs of ‘the
rush of a mighty wind’ and ‘tongues
as of fire.” Charles Wesley
interpreted these phenomena as
indicating God’s plan to fill his
people with the fire of his Spirit and
shake the world to acknowledge
God. So he prayed.
Come as a mighty rushing wind
To shake our earth come down from
heaven ...

ATONEMENT ROW
BLAMED FOR WORD
ALIVE SPLIT FROM
SPRING HARVEST
The partnership between the Spring
Harvest and Word Alive festivals has
ended with one of the sponsors blaming
the break on a row over the atonement.
A Universities and Colleges Christian
Fellowship (UCCF) statement claims
that Spring Harvest severed the 14-year
relationship after Word Alive refused to
give a platform to Revd Steve Chalke

and Scottish Parliamentary elections in
Scotland, and National Assembly
elections in Wales.

The Baptist Union of Great Britain, The
Methodist Church and The United
Reformed Church have produced a
briefing for the English local council
elections, which can be found at
www.jointpublicissues.org.uk/
jpit_englishlocalelections_0307.pdf. The
three denominations suggest some
questions that could be used to quiz
candidates on a range of important
issues such as housing,
council tax, community
- relations, alcohol and
¥ gambling.

VATICAN HOPE OF HEAVEN FOR
BABIES

There are good reasons to hope that
babies who die without being baptised
go to heaven, Vatican theologians have
concluded. The views
expressed in a new 41-page
document draw a line under the
Medieval idea of Limbo, a place
where unbaptised babies would
experience ‘natural happiness’

but would not know communion with
God through Christ. The Hope of
Salvation for Infants document affirms
belief in original sin and baptism into
Christ as the ordinary way of salvation.
However, it said that grace has priority
over sin and excluding infants
from heaven did not seem to
¢’_ correspond to Jesus’ love for
‘the little ones’.

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This year, experience met optimism as
two very different runners took on the
London Marathon for the Methodist
Relief and Development Fund (MRDF).
However different, both runners had the
same aim: to help make ‘small miracles’
possible in some world’s poorest
countries.

MRDF'’s first runner was an expert: Jim
Parrish, member of Baildon Methodist
Church in West Yorkshire who was
running his 10th marathon this year.
Before the race Jim said: “I've promised
my wife this will be the last one. At the
age of 70 she thinks it's time | retired
from running. I'm aiming to complete
the course within 5 hours and to show
everyone on 22 April that experience
goes a long way!”

In contrast, Val Lovett was running her

first marathon this year. She was
optimistic that
she’ll stay the
course, but
explains: “No one
who knows me
would expect me
to be running this
marathon and |
have found the
training pretty
taxing.”

Val works for

MAYC, which supports activities for
young people in the Methodist Church,
and is running to improve opportunities
for young people in some of the world’s
poorest countries. “With the money that
I raise, MRDF will help children and
young people to achieve things that we
often take for granted in the UK:
attending school, staying healthy and
learning the skills that they need to
flourish in the future.”

Jim, who worked for 30 years in Africa,
is raising money through MRDF to help
people living with

HIV/AIDS in

Malawi.
